A Manifest Need -
Dr. George Cherian, BBI’s
director in India, has seen a
growing need for a Missionary
| Training Center to fill a two-
e fold purpose. First, it has become
The Cherians . .. .
evident that our missionaries
serving throughout India are facing the need of
training beyond that which they received in Bible
college, but somewhat less than would be given
by a full-fledged seminary. We need a place
where they can come for more training and, at the
same time, get some much needed rest. Second,
the training center can be used to train future
missionaries before being sent out into the
harvest.

A Two-year Search — For more than two
years we have been discussing this need and
looking for a place to put it. First, it was thought
to put it about five hours north of Delhi. After
further discussion we decided it would be better
to have it in the south. So, we finally settled on
Kerala State in the Cochin area.

The Lord is amazing! — Like many
places in the States, Cochin is growing by leaps
and bounds, making land very expensive in the
city. We started looking on the outskirts and
found a piece between the airport and the city!
The remarkable thing is that the land was part of
a larger parcel that had been subdivided to be
sold. All but one piece had been sold, and that
piece the owner, a professing Christian, had
reserved for himself. That is, until one night he
felt the Lord told him to sell it to Missions India!

Another most remarkable thing is that the
Lord is evidently intent on having the center
built. The estimated cost of land and buildings
for dormitories, classrooms, and staff quarters is
estimated at $95,000. Before we have started
building, the Lord has provided over half the cost!
